kingdom of heaven: and whatsoever thou shalt bind on earth shall be 

bound in heaven and whatsoever thou shalt loose on earth shall be 

loosed iŶ heaǀeŶ … Froŵ that tiŵe forth ďegaŶ Jesus to sheǁ … His 
disciples, how that He must go unto Jerusalem, and suffer many things of 

the elders and chief priests and scribes, and be killed, and be raised again 

the third day.͟  Paul:  1.Corinthians 15:1-5,..͞BrethreŶ, I declare unto 

you the Gospel which I preached unto you, which also ye have received, 

and wherein ye stand; by which also ye are .saved,. if ye keep in memory 

what I preached unto you, unless ye have believed in vain.

Acts 10:36, 39-43. ͞ PreaĐhiŶg peaĐe ďy Jesus Christ … ǁhoŵ they 

slew and hanged on a tree: Him God raised up the third day and shewed 

Hiŵ opeŶly … eǀeŶ to us, ǁho did eat aŶd driŶk ǁith Hiŵ after He rose 

froŵ the dead. AŶd He ĐoŵŵaŶded us … to testify that it is He which was 

ordained of God to be the Judge of quick and dead. To Him give all the 

prophets ǁitŶess … through His name whosoever believeth in Him shall 

receive remission of sins.͟.

͞For Christ seŶt ŵe not to baptize, but to preach the gospel: not with 

wisdom of words, lest the .cross. of Christ should be made of none effect. 

For the preaching of the .cross. is to them that perish foolishness; but 

unto us which are .saved. it is the poǁer of God … it pleased God ďy the 
foolishness of preaching to .save. them that believe …  we preach Christ 

crucified … ǁho of God is made unto us ǁisdoŵ … righteousŶess …
